by Ash Wednesday half of us in the city have come down with
a case of the carnival cough and cold.

Achieving balance as we live in this great and strange city
is no small feat for any of us... particularly during carnival! In
a sense, we take a collective sigh of relief when Lent begins.
The season of Lent will bless us again this year with permis-
sion to slow down, examine ourselves, and turn back to those
things that enrich and heal us. This Lent, we have several of-
ferings. We offer them to you and encourage you to consider
making some of these a part of your Lenten offering to God.

Our Ash Wednesday service will be held at 7pm, and the
Lenten Inquirers’ class will begin the following day. The
Chapel’s Inquirers’ Class will be held on Thursdays in Lent

from 6pm until 7:30pm.

Inquirer’s Class will begin each week with a simple vege-
tarian supper, have a brief period of instruction about the
Christian faith and the Episcopal Church, and continue with
small group conversation. All are welcome to join us for this
class, regardless of where you are in your life. In fact, we hope
this class will be multi-generational and inclusive of a diver-
sity of backgrounds.

During the season of Lent, we will also observe ‘40 days of
prayer for Haiti’. From Monday through Saturday during Lent,
we will gather at 5:30pm to support our brothers and sisters in
Haiti through prayer.

We are keenly aware that, while the terrible tragedy is al-
ready falling out of the news, the suffering shall continue for a
long time to come. Many in our community remember how
meaningful it was in the aftermath of Katrina to find out that
communities throughout the world had been praying for us,
and we now feel the need to prayerfully respond as something
that is very much on our hears at this time.

We invite all people to join us for these brief daily prayer
services for the people of Haiti. We also invite those who have
been personally affected by this tragedy to pass along prayer
intentions they may have.

Thank you for taking the time to discover some things that
we are doing at the Chapel of the Holy Spirit! We invite you
to join us as we celebrate this good life that God has given us
during Mardi Gras, and we also invite you to join us as we
seek to follow God more closely during the season of Lent.

The Rev’d Canon Richard W. Wilson
died Monday, January 25 after a brief
illness at the age of 81. Fr. Wilson was
born in New Orleans and attended
Robert E. Lee Elementary School; Christ
School in Arden, NC; Tulane University
and General Theological Episcopal
Seminary in New York City.

Richard first served as vicar of three
missions in Louisiana: St. David’s Ray-
ville, St. Columba’s Winnsboro, and
Redeemer in Oakridge. He then served
for five years at St. Thomas mission and
as Chaplain at NE Louisiana University
in Monroe. Fr. Wilson went on to serve
as Archdeacon of the Episcopal Diocese
of NW Texas for nine years before be-
coming the rector of St. Matthew’s Par-
ish in Covington, TN for the last eight
years of parish service. He left St. Mat-
thew’s Parish debt free when he retired.
Fr. Wilson was a priest associate of the
Order of the Holy Cross for Men and the
Order of St. Helena for Women.

After 40 years, he retired from being
a parish priest, having served his calling
in Louisiana, Texas and Tennessee.

The Rev’d Susan Gaumer, rector of St.
Andrew’s, New Orleans, said that Rich-
ard and his four siblings were raised at

the church, being the children of very
active parents in the parish. His father
was Senior Warden for some time. Rich-
ard remained closely in touch with St.
Andrew’s throughout his life and his late
sisters, Rena and Marjorie, were lifelong
members as well.

“He had very definite ideas about
liturgy and very much appreciated a
good sermon. His funeral plans revealed
the attention to detail that was charac-
teristic of his passion for good liturgy
and his love for the Episcopal Church,”
she said. “He was always a friendly pres-

ence at St. Andrew’s. | shall miss the
times he came to 8 o’clock Eucharist,
beaming his approval when things hap-
pened the way he thought they should.
May he rest in peace amidst clouds of
heavenly incense!”

The Rev’d Giulianna Cappelletti
Gray, who visited with Canon Wilson in
his last days, explains, “I truly was
blessed to have Canon Richard Wilson’s
warm welcome when | became the full-
time chaplain at Chapel of the Holy
Spirit this year.

“Fr. Richard welcomed me into the
community, openly shared his hopes and
opinions, and found ways to show his
kindness each and every time | saw him.
At the Chapel of the Holy Spirit, Canon
Richard Wilson will be missed, but re-
membered as the warm, candid, and
faithful priest that he was. Even in his
last days, Fr. Richard was lively, opin-
ionated, and an absolute joy.”
